In compliance with federal regulations, the Clark County School District (CCSD) Indian Education 
Opportunities Program (IEOP) is adhering to established guidelines regarding student eligibility.  You 
may be asked to fill out forms you have already submitted in the past on behalf of your child in order 
to update the IEOP files.

Please Note: Students who meet Title VII requirements can qualify for some IEOP offerings.  Students 
who meet both Title VII and JOM requirements can qualify for all IEOP offerings.  If your student is 
identified as American Indian or Alaskan Native on the CCSD registration form and does not meet one 
of the above requirements, the IEOP will not be able to service your student.

Summer School Sponsorships
The Indian Education Opportunities Program sponsored 40 American Indian and Alaska Native 
students to attend Clark County School District Summer School programs.  Students are taking classes 
to retrieve credits, advance credits, or improve existing grades.  Only classes that were required for 
promotion or graduation were approved for sponsorship.  

Pow Wow Dance Classes
The Las Vegas Paiute Tribe Health and Human Services hosts dance classes for American Indian 
youth of all ages.  Classes are held at the Community Center on the Las Vegas Paiute Colony, 1316 
Sackett Street.  Girls’ dance class is held on Monday evenings from 7:00 to 8:00 p.m. Girls practice 
jingle, fancy, and traditional styles.  The Monday evening class is preceded by a potluck at 6:30 p.m.  
Boys’ dance class is held on Sundays from 11:00 a.m. to 1:00 p.m.  Emphasis is on grass dance with 
some fancy and traditional dance included.

Eligible American Indian and 
Alaska Native students can receive up to 2 hours a week 
of tutoring through this program.  During the 2005-2006 

school year 44 students had tutoring provided through the 
IEOP funding.  18 students who requested tutoring could not be placed 
with a tutor.
